dam Reeves is an accomplished military leader, but

as a high school student he was unmotivated. That

changed when he joined the U.S. Army. “l saw the
soldiers around me and the dedication they had — | wanted
to emulate that.”

Adam earned promotions as an Army culinarian,
overseeing meal preparation for his fellow soldiers in
the 82nd Airborne Division. After more than 15 years of
service, he was ready for the senior ranks, but he needed a
bachelor’s degree to get there.

So Adam, who has 97 airborne jumps under his belt, took
a different kind of leap — enrolling at Strayer University.

“It was a struggle,” he says. “l would go home and do two or three hours of school,
and then | would wake up at four and start it all over again. On top of that, | went to
Afghanistan four times, Iraqg twice.”

But at this stage of his life, Adam had plenty of motivation — his wife and their six
children, who were ages two to 17 at the time. “When | found out what a bachelor’s
degree could do for my pay and my family, that’s when | was like, ‘If | only get 30
minutes of sleep a night, my kids are worth it.””

After completing his degree, Adam was promoted quickly: Sergeant First Class, then
Master Sergeant, then First Sergeant, the rank he holds today. He is one of only .03% of
culinarians who have been made First Sergeant.

Today, Adam leads a company of 124 soldiers in the 25th infantry Division at
Schofield Barracks in Oahu, Hawaii. In 2026, he will retire from the army after 26 years.
Drawing on his culinary experience from the Army and the business management skills
he developed at Strayer, he plans to fulfill a lifelong goal of opening his own restaurant.
“I have the theme. | have the name,” he says. “All | need is the funding.”

Bachelor of Business Administration Candidate

ollege had long been a goal for Phedre Delinois, but after

high school he wasn’t motivated to continue. “l was a

good student that was unchallenged,” he says. “It made
me apathetic about school, but never about knowledge.”

A decade later, Phedre found the right fit. He was working at
an auto dealership in Jacksonville, Florida, where he had risen
from phone representative to valued member of the service
department. “l was in that mid-management — but never quite
management — role,” he says.

His employer participated in the Degrees@Work program at
Strayer University, an education benefit that was too good to pass
up. “I started with just one class. And that snowballed into getting
my AA and then my bachelor’s.”

Phedre had to balance school, work, and his growing involvement in theater, a lifelong
passion. “I joined the community theater, and I've been in five shows this year alone,” he says.
There were stressful times, but Phedre found support from the Strayer SOAR (Student
Outreach, Assistance, Resources) program. “When it did get difficult, | was able to work with

someone on my mental health.”

His degree has made him more confident at work. “It allowed me to look at the business
from a different perspective and start making solutions that were much more innovative,”
he says. Today Phedre is a service support supervisor, leading company-wide initiatives in
operations, employee recruitment, and more. He has a seat at the table with senior leaders,
outside vendors, and other stakeholders.

Phedre is optimistic about his current role and about the theater world, too — in fact, the
two areas have a lot in common. “Project management is basically like being a director or
stage manager,” he says.

For now, though, he’s enjoying the moment. “This was such a tremendous achievement
that it deserves its own celebration and reflection, so I’'m definitely doing that first.”
